Motion was made by London to approve the minutes of Feb. 7, 2018.  Second by Janis

PUBLIC HEARING:  None
NEW BUSINESS:
A) Definition of Lot Width -  Three diagrams were presented to the board for the measurement of irregular shape lots.  These were submitted by Ms. Denis Cline from NEMCOG, whom was hired by the township to reformat and clarify current zoning ordinances.  London made the motion to accept the new language and illustrations regarding the measuring of lot widths.  Second by Janis
Unanimous – Roll Call Vote

B) Clarification of Non-Conforming Use – Chairman Beck explained the confusion of Class A and B in the section regarding non-conformance.  At the suggestion of Ms. Cline, these two classes should be eliminated.  London made the motion to approve the new language regarding non-conforming use in Sec. 3.22.  Second by Janis
Unanimous – Roll Call Vote

C) Consideration of Plot Plan Standards in a Residential District -  This was a section that had not been determined in Ordinance #88.  Chairman Beck further clarified that the recommendations made would give the administrator authority for approval and that any exceptions would have to be brought before the Planning Commission.   Motion was made to approve the new language for  Plot Plan Standards for the Residential District by Janis.  Second by London
Unanimous – Roll Call Vote

D) Industrial District Setbacks for Marihuana Transport Stations -  Review of current language was incomplete and needed further definition.  Further scrutiny lead to the agreement by the board to have the facilities conform to the Industrial District’s requirements.  Janis made the motion to conform the language to meet the setback requirements in the I-1 District.  Second by Szuch
Unanimous – Roll Call Vote 
Motion Carried
Discussion at the last Planning Commission meeting was in regard to setbacks in the Commercial  

    Districts that abutted residential areas.  To clarify the zoning ordinance, it also needed to be corrected.

    Szuch made the motion to change the verbiage of the Commercial Districts as it relates to the side
    setbacks to mimic the I-1 District with the exception of 10-foot rear setback instead of 40-foot.  Second
    by London
    Unanimous – Roll Call Vote
    Motion Carried

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Karen Rouse, from the Oscoda Press, asked if there were any written comments received regarding the amendments to the Zoning Ordinance.  None were received.
COMMISSIONERS’ COMMENTS:   
Commissioner Szuch inquired about protocol for changes made to ordinances, the frequency of updating the Master Plan, and the process of complaints or violations in the township.  Superintendent Sutton informed him of the procedure for each of his questions.
Commissioner London wished to welcome the new commissioners to the Planning Commission Board.
